Downtown Christmas lights
Councilmember McClendon addressed the Council regarding the hours put in for the
downtown decorations. He and Ralph Streit with the power plant were commended for

their hard work.



Annual Midwest Energy Contract
The long-term electrical distribution services contract with Midwest Energy renews on

January 1, 2026. This is a ten-year contract with an automatic extension for one five-year
term. The contract differentiates services between “in-scope” and “out-of-scope” services.
The 2026 compensation schedule for “in-scope” services is $29,338 with a levelized
monthly allotment for “out-of-scope” work at $7,000, totaling $36,338 monthly.

Fred Taylor, Midwest Energy, has reviewed the 2026 in-scope service has a recommended
4.9% increase over 2025. Cost of labor, labor overheads, transportation and equipment,
overtime hours and supplies are the driving factor in this. His recommendation for the
monthly levelized allowance for out-of-scope services $7,000. This amount is at the
discretion of the City Council, and is essentially a matter of pre-paying for services or
creating a short-term sinking fund for services.

After discussion Councilmember Barnes motioned to approve the recommended
adjustments for in-scope services at $29,338 and the levelized monthly contribution to out-
of-scope services at $7,000. Councilmember Riedel seconded the motion. Councilmember

McClendon abstained.
Motion passed.

Gross Flying Service Lease
On November 12t%, the Airport Advisory Board drafted a new lease with Gross Flying

Service Inc. to include rental of the office space on the west side of the shop building. They
have asked that the Council review and approve the lease. The lease amount is $800 per
month, and Gross Flying Service would be responsible for paying the utilities.

Councilmember Riedel motioned to approve the service lease as presented, Councilmember
Molleker seconded.

Motion passed.

Hydraulic Power Unit Purchase
The Water department has requested to purchase a new portable hydraulic power unit. It is

designed to power hydraulic tools for water main breaks by converting engine power into
hydraulic flow and pressure. The current unit is 15 years old, and is essential for the

department’s operations.

Josh Taylor, water superintendent, received bids for a Stanley HP28 Power unit with a twin-
circuit configuration that allows more than one hydraulic tool to be operated
simultaneously, or a larger hydraulic tool can be operated. Core and Main bid price was
$9,228.31 plus shipping and USA Bluebook was $9,052.50 plus shipping at $229.91.

The recommendation by Josh is the purchase from USA Bluebook



Councilmember McGinness motioned to approve the purchase from USA Bluebook at
$9,282.41. Councilmember Murray seconded.

Motion passed.

Morgan Wright Larned Community Fund

Former Larned resident and attorney, Morgan Wright, gifted the City of Larned $450,000
through his trust. A non-endowed fund agreement with the Golden Belt Community
Foundation was agreed upon by the Council at the last meeting.

The purpose of the fund is to enhance the quality of life in Larned by providing support for
charitable and community initiatives. The Foundation will manage, invest, and distribute
the funds in accordance with its policies and applicable laws, ensuring all expenditures
strictly benefit the City of Larned.

Jason Murray, Executive Director Golden Belt Community Foundation, presented the
agreement to the Council and explained that the fund is fully expendable and subject to
administrative fees that are charged quarterly at 1.4%.

Councilmember Molleker motioned to enter into the agreement with Golden Belt
Community Foundation. Councilmember Riedel seconded. Councilmember Murray

abstained.
Motion passed.

Kansas Land Bank Ordinance

The Kansas Land Bank program is designed to acquire, manage, maintain, and repurpose
vacant, abandoned, and tax-delinquent properties. The Land Bank is a public authority or
nonprofit entity that specialized in converting these underutilized properties into
productive use-whether for housing, green space, commercial redevelopment, or
community projects. At the November council meeting, the establishment of the Land Bank
was discussed and asked to be brought back for approval.

Councilmember Barnes motioned to approve the ordinance as presented. Councilmember
McGinness seconded the motion.

On a roll call vote, 7 aye, 0 nay.
Motion passed.

Ordinance Change-School Zones

When the street department widened the street at 18t and Broadway it was decided that
the school zone signs needed moved. When the street department did this, they contacted
Chief Hearn regarding this. It was then that staff learned that there was no current
ordinance establishing school zones. It does say in the City’s municipal code that the state
statute should be followed. When that was checked, it simply states this is established by



city ordinance. Chief Hearn contacted City Attorney, Mark Tramaine to draft an ordinance
establishing school zone regulations.

Location of the zones was discussed and one error was found and asked to be fixed.

Councilmember McGinness motioned to approve the ordinance, Councilmember
McClendon seconded.

On a roll call vote, 7 aye, 0 nay.
Motion passed.

Ordinance Change-Abandoned, Junked, and Inoperable Vehicles
Will Tice, Code Enforcement officer reviewed the changes requested to Chapter 8.16
relating to the administrative procedure regarding abandoned, junked and inoperable

vehicles.

Council reviewed the ordinance and on a motion by Councilmember McGinness to approve
the change as presented, Councilmember McClendon seconded the motion.

On a roll call vote, 7 aye, 0 nay.

Motion passed.

Ballfield Lighting Systems and Hailstorm Discussion

The 2024 hailstorm damage work has been completed with the exception of the ballfield
lights at Moffet & Jordaan parks. The damage to the lights have several issues beyond hail
damage, including the estimated cost of $265,000 for each ballfield. The type of lighting is
also complicated due to needing proper brightness, even coverage, glare and neighborhood
impact, pole location, height, energy efficiency and longevity.

Discussion took place regarding the remaining funds from the insurance company are
approximately $80,000. Mayor Nusser advised Will Tice to speak to the Rec Commission,
that they have set aside funds for this as well.

No action taken.

Council President Barnes Discussion

Council President Barnes discussed current electric funds balance this year vs. last year and
would like the community to know that the funds are being spent responsibly.

a good time to review the guidelines for the Kansas Open Meetings Act and
Conflict of Interest. Nothing has changed regarding either of these topics
this is just a reminder for all.

Ethics

Municipal office is a public trust created in the interest of, and for the benefit of, the people. Public
officers are fiduciaries and trustees of the public interest, and they owe an undivided loyalty to the
people they serve.

Conflicts of Interest. Kansas law (K.S.A. 75-43013, et seq.) contains certain requirements in order to
achieve a workable, fair balance between public and private interests. It requires:

(1) Statements of Substantial Interest. Candidates running for local office and individuals appointed
to fill a vacancy of an elective office must file statements of substantial interest. Deadlines for filing
the statement of substantial interest vary based on the circumstance. Individuals who become
candidates on or before the filing deadline, must file the statement within 10 days after the filing
deadline. Individuals who become candidates after the filing deadline, must file the statement within
five days of becoming a candidate. Individuals appointed to fill a vacancy of an elective office on or
before April 30th of a calendar year, must file a statement between April 15th and April 30th of that
year. Individuals appointed to fill a vacancy in an elective office after April 30th of a calendar year,
must file a statement within 15 days of being appointed. The statement of substantial interest should
be filed in the same office where the individual would file the statement declaring candidacy for the
local office. The statement must be amended between April 15th and April 30th if the individual’s
interests changed during the preceding year. The statement may be found on the Kansas
Governmental Ethics Commission website at ethics.kansas. gov/local-level-conflict-of-interest/ssi-
instruction-guide-and- form. (K.S.A. 75-4302a)

(2) When Abstention is Required. Local officials are required to abstain from making or participating
in the making of any contract with any business in which the official is employed or has a substantial
interest except when: (a) the contract was let after competitive bidding has been advertised by
published notice; or (b) the contract is for property or services for which the price or rate is fixed by
law. (K.S.A. 75-4304)

(3) Penalties. Failure to file a general or specific statement of substantial interest is a class B
misdemeanor (up to 6 months imprisonment and/or fine of up to $1,000). Violation of the law
prohibiting participation in making of contracts is a class B misdemeanor and may result in forfeiture
of office. Failure to file a specific statement of interest is also a class B misdemeanor. (K.S.A. 75-4306)

Incompatible Offices. Offices are considered to be incompatible when performance of the duties of
one office in some way interferes with duties of the other office. That is, there is such an inherent
inconsistency in the functions and duties of the two offices as to make it difficult for one person to
honestly and impartially execute the duties of both offices. Once an incompatibility is found, the law
declares that acceptance of the second office creates an automatic resignation from the first office

Kansas Open Meetings Act (KOMA)
KOMA rules refer to the Kansas Open Meetings Act, a Sunshine Law (K.S.A. 75-4317)

ensuring government transparency in Kansas by requiring public bodies to hold meetings
openly, allowing public attendance and recording (with reasonable rules), and providing
notice to those who request it, with key aspects including definitions of meetings (majority
gathering to discuss business), exceptions (executive sessions), and prohibitions against

secret deliberations.

Core Principles:

e Openness: Meetings of public bodies (state agencies, counties, cities, school boards,
etc.) must be open to the public for discussion of government husiness.

e Informed Electorate: The goal is to keep the public informed, as representative
government depends on an informed electorate.

Key Requirements:

e Public Access: The public must be allowed to attend and observe.
Notice: Notice must be given to individuals or groups who request it, though not

necessarily published widely.
¢ Recording: Cameras and recording devices are allowed, but subject to reasonable

rules to prevent disruption.
e No Right to Speak: The Act doesn't require public comment, but other laws or

agency policies might.
What Constitutes a "Meeting” (K.S.A. 75-4317a):

e Gathering: An in-person or interactive electronic assembly (phone, web).

e Majority: Involving a majority of the body's members.
e Purpose: To discuss the agency's business or affairs (formal action isn't needed).

Key Provisions:

e Executive Sessions: Allowed for specific, limited reasons (e.g., personnel, legal
advice) but require a formal vote in open session.

e Prohibited Actions: Adjourning to secret locations to subvert openness; serial
meetings (back-to-back discussions) to circumvent the law.

Who's Covered?

e State agencies, counties, cities, townships, school boards, and other political /taxing

subdivisions.
e Subcommittees or groups created by public bodies, or private entities controlled by

them, can also fall under KOMA.

Enforcement:

e The Kansas Attorney General's Office investigates and enforces KOMA.

RE: 2026 Employee COLA

Background and Analysis: Like in the past, statt reviewed the Consumer

Price Index reports from the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics. For 2025 CPI
showed inflation cooling, with the annual rate between 2.7% to 3.0%.
When looking specifically at the Midwest region the CPI is landing at more
around the 3.0%. The next page shows a small summary of where the

increase is being seen.

Financial Considerations: The 2026 budget included a 5% increase in
wages and salaries under personnel costs.

Action Required: Consider approving a 3.0% COLA for City employees to
take effect the first paycheck for 2026, with a 2.0% merit increase for

deserving employees to take place on the first payroll in July 2026.



Consumer Price Index, Midwest region — November 2025

Regional prices were up 3.0 percent over the year in November

The Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers {CPI-U) in the Midwast region increased 3.0 percent for the 12 months ending
in November, the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) reported today. Tha index for all itams less food and energy rose 2.8
percent over the year, and anergy prices advanced 6.4 percent. Food prices increased 2.3 percent.

BLS did not collect survey data for October 2025 due to a [apse in appropriations. BLS is unable to retroactively collect these data.
For a few indexes, BLS uses nonsurvey data sources instead of survey data to make the index calculations. BLS was able to
retroactively acquire most of the nonsurvey data for October. Accordingty, alt analysis in this release is over the year and not
seasonally adjusted.

Food

The index for food advanced 2.3 percent over the year. The index for foad away from honie (restaurant, cafeteria, and vending purchases) increased 3.8 percant, The index for
food at home (grocery store purchases) increased 1.3 percent, with higher prices in 4 of the 5 major grocery store food groups. The increase within the food at home category
was led by the index for meats, poultry, fish, and eggs (+5.2 percent).

Energy
The energy index increased 6.4 percent from November 2024 to November 2025. The change was led by a 12.6 percent rise in the electricity index, the fargest since
September 1984, The Indexes for natural gas service (+9.9 percent) and gasoline (+1.0 percent} both rose over the year.

All items less food and energy

The index for all items Jess food and energy rose 2.8 percent over the year A 4.3-percant rise in the owners’ equivalent rent of residences index was the largest contributing
factor in companent increases. The indexes for medical care services (+3.1 percent), rent of primary residence (+4.2 percent), and recreation (+3.5 percent) also contnbuted to
the rise, In contrast, prices decreased for lodging away from home and public transportation.

RE: Street Department Kenworth Dump Truck

Background and Analysis: The Street Department identified a critical

need for a new tandem dump truck during the 2026 budget work session.
This acquisition will replace two aging vehicles—a 1993 and a 2009
model—which present significant reliability and: safety concerns. The
current trucks have a combined estimated trade-in/sale value of $12,000.

A tandem dump truck is essential for daily operations, including hauling
various materials (sand, dirt, gravel, concrete/asphalt, snow, millings) and
snow plowing. A tandem axle configuration significantly increases material
capacity compared to a single-axle truck. The new truck can also be

equipped with a salt spreader.

Financial Considerations: Three bids were obtained for the new tandem
dump truck:

e Master Tech Truck & Equipment - Wichita, KS - $269,128

e MHC Kenworth - Salina, KS - $166,700 (Note: Excludes snow plow
and assembly kit estimated at $16,447.20)

e Bruckner Truck Sales - Salina, KS - $232,235.00 (Note: Excludes
snow plow and assembly kit estimated at $16,447.20)

The bids show price discrepancies due to varying features and
specifications.

Recommendation: The Street Department Supervisor and the City
Mechanic have reviewed all bids and recommend the 2027 Kenworth

T480V 6x4 from Master Tech Truck & Equipment for $269,128.00.



While this is the highest bid, the specific features and mechanical setup of
this model are best suited for the department's long-term needs and
efficiency. Key benefits justifying the higher cost include:

e Pre-configured for salt spreader: Ready to use without modification.

e Military-grade bed: Resists damage from heavy materials like
concrete and rock.

e Drop tailgate: More efficient loading and unloading operations than a

raising gate.
¢ Superior turning radius: Enhanced maneuverability.

e Optimized hydraulics setup
e Flow setup for snow plow

The Street Supervisor and City Mechanic will be present at the meeting to
elaborate on these advantages.

The budgeted amount for this item is $300,000. This request is being
submitted early in the fiscal year due to a significant lead time for vehicle
delivery, currently estimated at four to five months. Lead times are subject
to extension given current market conditions.
