Chairperson, Marilyn Bell noted that there was a quorum present and therefore we could open the meeting. She noted we had met in February, and business was not conducted at that meeting and minutes were sent out. The minutes of this meeting will be read and approved. Marilyn also noted we could discuss issues that may have arisen and or other issues we might have heard about or need to talk about.
It was noted the sidewalk program is an on-going improvement plan. Both for the City and for now and the sidewalk program is continuing through 2017. The Board will continue to note areas need improvements and make those recommendations to the City, area businesses or home/property owners. Frieda will touched base with Allen Taylor again about the curb near Tabler’s is on the list this is on the south side of Tabler’s. It was noted Mr. Taylor also added a repair across the street at the Welcome Inn. The ADA Board is concerned that this is still not taken care of should someone fall. 
At the last meeting Sharon had unofficially asked about the 4-H a constituent in her ward had asked about making the 4-H building ADA accessible. Frieda explained that at the time of the ADA lawsuit that building was deemed by the courts as too expensive to make ADA accessible, and that as long as it was noted at the building and at the time that we offer the building for rent that it is not ADA accessible and that there are other buildings for rent within the City that are ADA accessible we could continue to rent it in that manner, otherwise the building would need to be left vacant and no longer be rented and since it still can benefit a lot of our citizens that don’t need the accessibility the courts have allowed us to continue to rent the building as is. Well this issue became official with a written complaint and letter to an attorney, copy to Sharon and our “New” City Manager, Bradley Elits. 
Frieda noted that the restrooms could not easily or inexpensively be made ADA accessible therefore we do make sure renters are aware prior to booking or renting the building and other locations are offered. The basement is accessible via a ramped area for ADA needs, however the upstairs and the restrooms are not. There were several others issues brought up by Park Supervisor, Josh Kraisinger, and one was the actual stage area, not the upstairs but the stage, which he stated has not had anything done to it and we are not sure how stable it really is and if it can actually hold weight. Number two he noted we do not have a fire exit from the basement just the entry but in case of an emergency there are no exits. And last but not least there is not any air conditioning upstairs. Frieda noted she had not even thought about the lack of exits in the basement. 
The Board looked at the on-going progress of our lawsuit and discussed the Ascension lift for the Community Center, it was decided that Frieda will ask Council to approve the lift and hopefully some members will be here to put in a word for it. 
The Board will make recommendations to USD 495 School Board that a step be fixed at the Middle School and rails kept up for those needing to get up the stairs (bleachers). With no other business the next meeting date is set and we may try for a late August coffee hours for ADA. 

Meeting date and time was discussed and the 3rd Monday of next meeting will be on August 21st at 5 P.M. Please mark your calendars.
