Conditional Use request 2016-08-C to allow a car port that would double as a patio with in an R- 2 (Two Family Residential) zoning district, this is a Conditional use in all areas technically in side yards however this lot has a rear yard which is has electrical wires running across it, The carport is 24’ x 18’, he is wanting to place it just north of the house in front of the existing garage. 
Chairperson, Jim Froetschner noted there was a quorum and opened up the meeting. 

It was noted the City had received no objections to this request from owners within 200’ of the property. He asked the Board if they had any questions that they had not already had answered and if they had viewed the location where the carport was to be placed.
Boardmember, Joan Wilson stated she had spoken with Mr. Caro and he actually wanted the carport a bit further to the north and in front of the existing garage, the picture included with the application showed it closer to the house that it was actually going to be. 
It was noted the setbacks had been discussed and agreed to by the applicants and since there were no objections to the request from the neighbors the City did not have an issue with the carport and its location. 

Motion to approve the carport as presented was made by Boardmember Joan Wilson and seconded by Boardmember Barbara Bland. All voting Aye. Motion passed. 

Conditional Use # 2016-09-C and variance request for Kerry and Kathy Nicholson for a 40’ x 170’ storage building to be placed on vacant property owned by them at 14th and Toles (147 E. 14th) which is a conditional use in the C-1 (Highway Business) zoning districts. 

Chairperson, Jim Froetschner, noted that only one neighbor was present, actually she was the owner of the house just west of the proposed storage sheds. 
Vicki Gillette stated she actually did not have an objection to the conditional use however she did object to the variance which would allow the storage sheds to be built even with the hotel to the west (she once owned) and then it would pretty much hid the house she owned and was used as a rental. It would sandwich it in.  

Boardmember, Joan Wilson asked if it was going to be placed on the lot as a long strip. 

Kerry stated it would look like his other two sheds. He stated it would be about 23’ from the west and east property lines and wanted to place it further south to allow for customers to be able to drive around the building. 
Vicki’s fence to the home was discussed, the many years it has been vacant, entrance onto the lots and various other issues and/or concerns were hashed out. After much discussion Chairperson, Jim Froetschner called for a motion. 

Motion to approve the request to allow the storage building as proposed in the plans, on the lots at 14th and Toles are approved with the condition that the building be placed no further south than the front porch of the existing house, and the size to be portioned to fit said lot as needed. 
Motion was made by Boardmember, Vi Prosser and seconded by Boardmember, Pam Theis. 
With all voting Aye. 
Meeting was adjourned. Minutes from the last meeting will be approved at the next meeting.
