Variance request 2017-02-V to allow a the installation of a 6” vinyl fence on the Southeast end of the property in what is listed as a front yard where normally a four foot fence would be allowed. 
Chairperson, Jim Froetschner noted there was a quorum with the notation that Jim Haynes was on board with the meeting via telephone for the entirety of the meeting and opened up the meeting. 

It was noted the City had received no objections to this request from owners within 200’ of the property. He asked the Board if they had any questions that they had not already had answered and if they had viewed the location where the fence was to be placed.
