Visitors:   Applicant(s) Lucia Hagerman was present. 
Variance request 2017-03-V to allow the installation of a attached garage on the north side the property in what is listed as a front yard where normally a building over 864 sq. ft. would be conditional, although this structure is not that large the issues is being visited as stated in the application, the intent is for a 28’ x 30 garage however it could be over the 840 sq. ft. asked for and fall into the 864 sq. ft. requirement for a conditional use. 

Chairperson, Jim Froetschner noted there was a quorum opened up the meeting. 

It was noted the City had received no objections to this request from owners within 200’ of the property. He asked the Board if they had any questions that they had not already been answered and if they had viewed the location where the addition (garage) was to be placed.
Boardmember, Joan Wilson stated she had stopped by visited with the owner. 
Board member, Barbara Bland asked which direction would this face. 

Applicant, Lucia Hagerman noted that the new picture she drew showed that to the Broadway side was like a porch area and the entry would be to the north, she also showed that the roof lines would be opposite for drainage issues and would have 2 doors about 10’ wide, with 2’ in between with approximately 11’ height to the doors, however she had not yet sought any bids because her first concern was would the neighbors approve, and would the Board allow this before she began the process of securing bids and see what their recommendations are for how to attached it and how much height is required above the door frames.  Lucia stated it would house a boat and a truck. She would like to enter into the east addition (mud room) from the garage into the house which should not be an issue. 
It was noted there were no sight view issues and there were no objections to the request from the neighbors. Also the City did not have an issue with its location. 

The Board discussed how far to the north it would come out, property lines to the east as the property card showed it different, height of sidewalls, and what it would look like. Discussion also included how far would it be from 19th and from Broadway, and lined up where on the northeast side. It was noted she owned a bit more property it extended to the east up to the neighbors privacy fence and did not end alongside the house as shown on the map. 
Lucia noted it was 28’ from the Broadway side, 30’ from the 19th Street side and lined up with the shed to the north east, it would not come out any further than that structure. 

Frieda state the height was not an issue as she knew it was much taller however we would be sure to look at that and if the height needed to be adjusted she would come back to the Board for permission to go taller. 

Motion to approve the addition was made by Board member, Tim George and seconded by Board member, Vi Prosser. With all voting Aye. Motion approved. The Motion stated approval was contingent with staying in compliance with the height restrictions of the zoning district and if it would exceed the height restrictions applicant would come back with a new request to the Board. 
(Note: maximum structure height is 35’, Article 4, Section 4.44)
The next order of business was the approval of the last minutes. Minutes from the last meeting of June 22, 2017 were read and approved as written.
